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Discipleship is a journey like the ExodusikelJesus carrying
his cross.

In today’s Gospel, while praying in a certalace Jesus uses
the opportunity for reflection to inform the disleip about his and
their identity. Jesus clarifies what it means eéo®od’s messiah. It
means to “suffer greatly” to be rejected ,and therbe killed. The
disciples also must be willing to take up theirsges if they wish
to follow Jesus.

The positioning of these events is instruckRight before them
we read that Jesus had sent the disciples outmission during
which they had preached and healed (9:1-6). Upe@ir tieturn
they witnessed Jesus’ multiplication of the fivavks and two
fishes so that it fed five thousand people. Moredlesus had told
the disciples that they were to do the same: “Glveam some food
yourselves” (9:13). Thus, the disciples are filleith examples of
the power of the ministry that they are to undegtdlest they think
that ministry is a move from power to power,

Jesus takes the opportunity to tell them that thg of ministry is
the path that he will take from suffering to glory.

The section that follows today’s Gospel readsgbout the
transfiguration of Jesus, and it is also helpful determining the
significance of today’s reading. Only in the Lukagtount of the
Transfiguration do we hear that Moses and Elijalrevgpeaking
with Jesus about “his exodus that he was goingctmenplish in
Jerusalem” (9:31). These words of theirs pick upui
exhortation to the disciples that they must conter &fim by
denying themselves and following him (9:23).

Luke would have the disciples realize that teyto exercise a
powerful ministry for others while participating their own
exodus following Jesus. The images of the Exoddi®fiaking up
the cross and following Jesus imply the rigors dificult time
filled with suffering. They also imply, howeveigttthe end of the
journey is the Promised Land and resurrection.
